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Ever been locked out of the house in your pyjamas? Ever shown up to a party in fancy dress
when it’s not fancy dress? Ever gone to school in plain clothes only to figure out it wasn’t
mufti day? Embarrassing! We hate sticking out. We are uncomfortable being different. Well
the Christian life is actually about being different...not weird different...just different! Being
a Christian is about being different; about not conforming...it’s about transformed living!

Romans 12:1-2 says this,

[NIV]
'Therefore, | urge you, brothers, in view of God's mercy, to offer your bodies as living

sacrifices, holy and pleasing to Gothis is your spirituagct of worship?Do not conform
any longer to the pattern of this world, boé transformed by the renewing of your mind.
Then you will be able to test and approve what God's wilhis good, pleasing and perfect
will.

Ask yourself this question. Who has the biggest influence on who you are? Who shapes
you? Who do you want to be like? Maybe your friends shape you; maybe it’s an older
sibling, maybe a parent, maybe even a youth group leader. It should be Jesus that shapes
us. Jesus does that as we hear his word and are transformed by his Spirit.

This study series has one aim. That you’d be radically transformed by Jesus through the
power of the Spirit; that transformation would occur from the inside out. Our prayer is that
after doing these studies you will BE | transformed! We believe that as you read through
Romans 12-15 you’ll see a radical new way of living. Our hope is that radical new way of
living takes deep root in your life.

This transformation however does not simply finish when you complete this set of bible
studies. This is an everyday, life-long transformation. To BE | transformed is to make the
choice every day to put Jesus first and not let your world or your culture determine who
you are. BE | transformed is about letting Jesus determine who you are. We hope you’ll be
different and massively changed by God’s word through this series.
